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1.  Overview 

The Nasdaq BX (BX) MatchView Feed (formerly known as Ouch Pricing Feed) is a real-time BX Market 

data feed that provides a view into what the Nasdaq BX execution system sees as the prevailing Best Bid 

and Offer of the other exchanges. This feed works in conjunction with OUCH, and is used to prevent 

trade-throughs and quote- throughs from occurring.
